He became pharaoh at the tender age of
nine in 1337 BC and reigned during the
18th Dynasty when the Egyptian Empire
was at its height. He reigned from about
1337 to 1328 BC.

His tomb was discovered by a team of
British archaeologists in 1922, nearly 3000
years after his death.
