The story

This is WHAT happens. To help you think about the main
events, first draw a time line with the beginning scene of the
book at the top of a piece of paper and the final scene at the
bottom.

E.g. Write “Oliver Twist starts at …" at the top and “Oliver’s 
life changed forever" at the bottom.

You can also write a sentence about WHERE and WHEN the 
story takes place. E.g. At the workhouse in the Victorian 
times.
