You should only book a test if your child has any of

these 3 coronavirus symptomes:

2) a new continuous cough: coughing a lot for more
than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24
hours

3) a loss of, or change in, sense of smell or taste: a
noticeable loss of smell or taste or things smell and
taste different to normal.
