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At North Beckton, we know the importance of reading daily
and the benefits this has to not only your child's education,
but also their well-being.

Children will have their reading records regularly monitored to
check they are reading daily for 20 minutes.

If children are not reading, there is a a 3-step procedure at
North Beckton.
1) Your child’s teacher will ring you up to have a discussion
about reading at home.

2) You will be invited in o a meeting to discuss reading at

home.
3) Your child will be invited to a daily reading club during lunch

time.

Children can be exposed to
1.8 million words in each
school year if they read
for 20 minutes each day.
